Once your DBS is returned and you have done the MH training then we can book in the half day induction. We will email through some policies for you to read and sign before the induction. Following your induction, you will receive a phone call with an IAF staff member to tell you about young person you have been matched with and we will schedule a 3 way introductory meeting with IAF staff and your mentee.
